Wie hingen politische Sicherheit, die Idee
eines homeland und das Smartphone-Spiel
Pokémon GO zusammen?

Was genau sind “Raume” der Uberwachung?

Bei der Workshopreihe “UberwachungsRéume: Spaces of Surveillance”
handelt es sich um ein interdisziplindres und internationales Forum, das im
Wintersemester 2016,/17 vierzehntdgig zusammentreffen wird, um Fra-
gen der Uberwachungskultur aus verschiedenen Blickwinkeln zu beleuch-
ten. Die titelgebende Idee der “Raume” ist im weitesten Sinne gemeint:
literarische, filmische, kulturhistorische, soziale, politische oder philoso-
phische Rdume werden ebenso beleuchtet wie tatsachlich geographische.

In insgesamt 6 Workshops und einer Vorlesung werden 15 Wissenschaft-
lerinnen und Wissenschaftler aus 6 verschiedenen Nationen (darunter
Neuseeland, die USA, Schweden, Danemark und die Schweiz) kurze Im-
pulsvortrage halten und uber die jeweiligen Perspektiven miteinander
und mit dem Publikum ins Gesprach kommen. Mit methodischen Ansatz-
punkten aus der Geographie, Philosophie, Soziologie, Politikwissenschaft,
Medienwissenschaft, Literatur- und Kulturwissenschaft sowie der Kunst
widmen sich die Beitragerinnen und Beitrager Fragen von Uberwachung
und gesellschaftlicher Normativitat; Sicherheit, Unsicherheit und Risikoge-
sellschaft, historisch gewachsenen Mustern der Uberwachungskultur, par-
tizipatorischer oder lateraler Uberwachung, dataveillance, interveillance
und dhnlichen Konzepten.

Die Vortrdge sind fiir alle Interessierten offen; der Eintritt ist frei.
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When Edward Snowden met film maker Laura Poitras at a hotel room in
Hong Kong in 2013, his disclosures steered public perception toward a
phenomenon that had long shaped the relationship between individuals
and governmental as well as corporate institutions. While the collection
of data as a systematic practice was nothing new, most tacit assumptions
about citizens’ privacy and individual freedom were shattered by the ex-
tent of transnational datamining.

The cultural imaginary of surveillance was up for a radical revision: from
the images of individual spies and government agents (most often Ame-
rican or Russian) to an invisible, data-based system of control to which
citizens inadvertently or consciously contribute with their cell phones or
social media accounts across the globe and on a daily basis. The conver-
sation in the hotel room—recorded for Poitras’s documentary film Citi-
zenfour (2014)—became a microcosmic miniature site of exposure for a
global culture of surveillance.

This international and interdisciplinary series of workshops will highlight
a broad spectrum of spaces of surveillance, not only in their material, but
also in their figurative sense, as settings for surveillance practices and as
sites of reflection and reconsideration. In six workshops and one lecture,
fifteen scholars from six different countries (including Denmark, Sweden,
the United States, New Zealand, Switzerland, and Germany) will engage
with questions of surveillance from different disciplinary angles and with
case studies from around the globe.

Based on theoretical approaches to historical and contemporary surveil-
lance societies (Foucault 1975, Bogard 1996, Staples 1997, Lyon 2001),
we will investigate “spaces” in society, literature, popular culture, film, TV
series, and visual arts from the methodological angles of geography, phi-
losophy, sociology, political science, literary and cultural studies. We will
bring together perspectives on surveillance and society, security, concepts
of risk, historical patterns of surveillance culture, participatory surveil-
lance, dataveillance, interveillance and other related topics.

The project has been co-funded by the EUF’s Department of English and
American Studies and the Committee for Europe and International Affairs.

All lectures are open to the public; attendance is free.
